The patch for enteo v6x is a self-extracting EXE file with integrated setup and is available for
download from the enteo website.

Hint: You require an enteo v6 base installation for this patch.

Hint: You require an enteo v6 base installation for this patch.
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3 Patch Installation

1. Create a backup of your Configuration Management Database (CMDB)
Please save all files and directories from your enteo share, except for the following directories:

$SysDb$
Redist

To prevent instabilities in the system status, please be sure that the mass data status matches
the CMDB during a restore. This can only be guaranteed by backing up the mass data (work
directory) at the same time when you backup the CMDB. To prevent a redistribution of the

mass data, please also back up the Install directory. Run the EXE file. The patch automatically
updates your enteo share.

2. Update the remaining Netlnstall servers by running the Netinstall Version Check
(NiVerCheck ). Please check Chapter 4 “Updating the remaining enteo servers “

4 Updating the Remaining enteo Servers

Using enteo v6x you need to make sure that the updated files are distributed over the other enteo /
Netlnstall servers; run the program NiVerChk.exe to assist you.

For enteo v6x, enteo recommends to execute the NiVerChk directly on the Business Logic Server
(BLS).

4.1 Updating the Program Files

1. Run the NIVerChk.exe from the enteo share on the BLS. Start the EXE via UNC-patch.
NIVerChk.exe will update the NetInstall program files on all enteo servers automatically. Also,
all distribution services can be automatically stopped, configured or restarted.

2. If required, log on with your Netinstall Admin account.

3. Select the setting Analyze files and update automatically as needed.

4. Select the options Extended Analysis and Update Netinstall servers for the analysis.
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5. Keep the default Analyze Starting Point  setting for the analysis; the ORG is always the
default setting.

6. Click Finish
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7. Inthe Analysis window you can check the process and the results of the analysis.

The old Netlnstall program files will be updated without further notice.

8. When the update is finished you can stop NIVerChk. The enteo v6x environment is updated
now.

4.2 Updating the “out-of-date’Management Applicatio ns

In the enteo Management Console (eMMC) you can check the status of the installed Management
Applications by opening the Applications tab in the Management Point Properties.

If the status of the Management Application is displayed as out-of-date on this tab after having
updated the enteo environment with NiVerCheck, please update this Management Application
manually.

To update the out-of-date Management Applications please open the eMMC via the UNCpath
directly on the respective Management Point Server (e.g. \<BLS\<enteo-Share>\emmc.exe ),
select the respective Management Application from the Applications tab and then click Update
Application .

(Note: If problems arise, please click the Install button).
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
